This show comes in two versions - 
‘big’ and ‘small’.  The small version is 
for indoor performance and the big 
version for outdoors.

Both versions are spectacular but 
the outdoor version incorporates a 2 
metre long jet engine, a 3 metre 
long vortex cannon and the world’s 
only (as far as we know) liquid 
nitrogen shower.

The ‘small’ version is performed indoors in a hall-type space with at 
least 3 metres floor to ceiling height.  The performance space needs 
to be approximately 5 metres wide and 4 metres deep with a 2 metre 
safety space between that and the audience.  Any smoke alarms or 
heat detectors in the hall or adjoining areas into which smoke might 
drift must be disabled for the duration of the show.

The ‘big’ version is for outdoor performance only and requires staging 
and a PA.  Performance is weather dependent.  The show contains 
some very loud noises, so give your neighbours advance warning!
